Voting on the By-Law changes:

The applications for the prospective board members were passed around with Millie with the motion and Jo seconding & all agreed and passed.

Chelsea said that Harbor House would pay the $250.00 fee for this year.  Next year monies from A Night without A Home would take care of the fees.
There may be a possibility that the ESG may change back to how it was as now agencies getting the funding have to do quarterly & monthly reports, go to 3 Balance of State meetings & committee meetings (not paid by BOS) and use the Coordinated Entry system (the SPDAT).

Kathleen Fischer is new to the team as Treasurer for the BOS and will bring in QuickBooks.
17 year olds can be emancipated in MN but not in Wisconsin.  In Wisconsin, a child becomes legally emancipated at the age of 18. If the child is still enrolled in high school, he becomes a legal adult when he turns 19 or graduates, whichever comes first.

Passed around flyers for free Tax Preparation from volunteers.  They have 9 volunteers with Claudia working on the Homesteads.  They also are using the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance program (VITA) with eligible individuals and families being able to get both state & federal for free.

For transportation, last Thursday’s meeting on the 23rd showed budget additions for expansion to Itasca to 8:30 pm at 315K, 20 to 30k a year.
